Senior Presentations – Design and Build Projects
All presentations should be in Power Point if possible and recorded on a thumb drive easy loading into the system in Duke 106.  

Suggested Contents 

Concept Design Reviews – 1st Semester Students

1. A title slide with a Product or Project Name (short) and the name of the group presenting as well as the names of all group members.

2. A general description of the purpose of the project, that is, what the product is intended to do or what the project will accomplish.

3. The scientific principles used by the product in enough detail that an educated engineer (not a specialist) will understand the explanation.
4. A quantitative product (or project result) specification.

5. A conceptual design that the team (or individual) is confident will meet specification.  If time permits other alternatives considered should be presented as well as the method for choosing the selected design. 

6. The results of the analysis and computations performed to define the product and assure it will meet specifications.

7. A process plan showing how the product will be manufactured.  This can be brief at this stage but should cover all critical components.

8. A project plan illustrated with a Gantt or PERT chart. Gantt preferred in Microsoft Project.
9. A cost estimate including labor and overhead of 43%.
10. Conclusions.
